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Blessed be the LORD, who has
given rest to His people Israel,
according to all that He promised;

Let your heart therefore
be wholly devoted to the LORD
our God, to walk in His statutes
and to keep His commandments,
as at this day.

 Meditate on the promises of God. Turn to one of your favorite
promises in Scripture and be prepared to read them to others.

o Reflect on the goodness of God. Be prepared to share with others
evidence from your life that He is with you and that He hasn’t left you
or forsaken you.

o Pray that God would constantly maintain the causes of His people, as
each day requires.

o Pray that all the peoples of the earth may know that the Lord is God.

« Pray for a specific country of the world that the Lord brings to your
mind. Pray that many in our body will go to www.gmi.org to pray
daily for different places in the world every day.

o Pray for the elders and leaders of “Watermark World Wide” as they
continue to labor together to discern next steps for how the Spirit
wants to use our local body in other geographies and cultures.

« Pray that individuals visiting with us during the “Skeptics” series
would be moved to respond to the Person of Christ. Pray that
everyone would continue to use the invite cards and email to reach
out to those opposed to the faith or skeptical about radical obedience.
Pray specifically and by name for those you are inviting. Pray for
divine ‘coincidences’ to meet and invite others.

« Pray that ‘regular attenders’ would be moved to become members and
active participants in the body of Christ.

o Pray that all current members of this body would increasingly “let
their hearts be wholly devoted to the Lord our God, to walk in His
statutes and to keep His commandments””

« Confess specific areas where your life is not rightly described as
“wholly devoted”. Ask for and receive His forgiveness. Ask the Spirit to
convict you of areas that you need to share with others for prayer.

COLOSSIANS 4:2-6

Devote yourselves to prayer, keeping alert in it with an attitude of
thanksgiving; praying at the same time for us as well, that God may
open up to us a door for the word, so that we may speak forth the
mystery of Christ, for which I have also been imprisoned; in order that I
may make it clear in the way I ought to speak. Conduct yourselves with
wisdom toward outsiders, making the most of the opportunity. Let your
speech always be with grace, seasoned, as it were, with salt, so that you
may know how you should respond to each person.

o Pray that the admonishments and commands in the following verses
would be fleshed out within this body of Christ. Pray that we would
live out these verses as individuals who are “devoted to prayer,
committed to “conducting ourselves with wisdom toward outsiders”
and “making the most of every opportunity with our speech always
being full of grace”

JOSHUA 1:8

This book of the law shall not depart from your mouth, but you shall
meditate on it day and night, so that you may be careful to do according
to all that is written in it; for then you will make your way prosperous,
and then you will have success.

PSALM 1:1-6

How blessed is the man who does not walk in the counsel of the wicked,
nor stand in the path of sinners, nor sit in the seat of scoffers! But his
delight is in the law of the LORD, and in His law he meditates day and
night.
