PSALM 16:2
I said to the Lord, “You are my Master! All the good things I have are 
from you.”

PSALM 23:6
Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life: and I 
will dwell in the house of the Lord forever. 

PSALM 25:8
The Lord is good and does what is right; He shows the proper path to 
those who go astray.

PSALM 31:19
Your goodness is so great! You have stored up great blessings for those 
who honor you. You have done so much for those who come to you for 
protection, blessing them before the watching world.

PSALM 33:5
He loves whatever is just and good, and his unfailing love fills the earth.

PSALM 34:8
Taste and see that the Lord is good. Oh, the joys of those who trust 
in him!

PSALM 86:5
O Lord, you are so good, so ready to forgive, so full of unfailing love for 
all who ask your aid.

PSALM 100:5
For the Lord is good. His unfailing love continues forever,
and his faithfulness continues to each generation.

Specifically proclaim to one another the goodness he 
has shown you this year/month/week.

Praise God for how He’s changing you.
As you read and pray through these verses thank God 
for the change He has made or is making in you. 

ROMANS 12:2
Do not conform yourselves to the standards of this world, but let God 
transform you inwardly by a complete change of your mind. Then you 
will be able to know the will of God—what is good and is pleasing to 
him and is perfect.

PHILLIPIANS 3:21
He will change our weak mortal bodies and make them like his own 
glorious body, using that power by which he is able to bring all things 
under his rule.

Specifically tell each other of the changes He has made 
or is making in you this year/month/week.

Tell Others of the Change.
As you read through these verses thank God for the 
dead churched, de-churched, non-churched and un-
moved people with whom you have relationships. Ask 
God to use you this month in their lives.
PSALM 107:2
Has the Lord redeemed you? Then speak out! Tell others he has saved 
you from your enemies.

ROMANS 1:9
God knows how often I pray for you. Day and night I bring you and 
your needs in prayer to God, whom I serve with all my heart by telling 
others the Good News about his Son.

PHILLIPIANS 1:7
It is right that I should feel as I do about all of you, for you have a very 
special place in my heart. We have shared together the blessings of God, 
both when I was in prison and when I was out, defending the truth and 
telling others the Good News.

JOHN 15:27
And you must also tell others about me because you have been with me 
from the beginning.

2 TIMOTHY 1:1
This letter is from Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus by God’s will, 
sent out to tell others about the life he has promised through faith in 
Christ Jesus.

2 CORINTHIANS 2:14
But thanks be to God, who made us his captives and leads us along 
in Christ’s triumphal procession. Now wherever we go he uses us to 
tell others about the Lord and to spread the Good News like a sweet 
perfume.

2 CORINTHIANS 5:19
For God was in Christ, reconciling the world to himself, no longer 
counting people’s sins against them. This is the wonderful message he 
has given us to tell others.
